


7) Remove the crimped contact from the tool and 
inspect it for the following:
    - All wire strands are inside the contact.
    - Conductor is visible from the inspection hole.
    - Sheaths rest on the contacts.
    - No breaks are present near the deforming side.
    - Mechanical tightness of the contact on the conductor
      is to Table 4 (below):
